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ABSTRACT

This thematic paper describes the composition and performance of musical
work for a Master's Degree, Curriculum for Music Performance Course (Classical

Thai vocal)l. The composition was a vocal melody in the “Long-Loy Thao Song” form

which is defined as follows:

1. The Medium tempo Long-Loy Song is a unique form and there is evidence
of only one recording of a song of this form. This was by Kru Samram Kerdphol who
used musical notes from a eighty year old text of Kru Art Sunthorn, who was a student
of Kru Chang Wang Tuo Patayagosol. Kru Samran is a leading editor of the medium
Long-Loy Song form and there are many examples in his Tub-Reusri Siangluk book.

2. The medium Long-Loy Song form derives from the Krungsri Ayudhaya
period. Tt was accompanied by the Natub Prob-Kai percussion pattern which consists
| of simple beautiful tones reflecting certain characteristics of the “Prob-Kai” Song form.

Given these characteristics, the composer/performer wrote a Long-Loy vocal
melody form as a Thao (slow, medium and quick tempo) which was based on the main

melodic structures shown by Kru Samran Kerdphol. Further clues as to the nature of
this classical Thai vocal melody form were obtained using Natub-Prob-Kai percussion
pattern and the nature of the Iyrics. These clues were used as indicators for performance and
composition and were derived from three songs. The songs were Nok-Kamin
Thao Song by Kru Boonchu Rodprasit, Kack-Mom Samchun Song by Kru Charoenchai
Suntarawatin and Ta-Yae Thao song by Kun Ying Paitoon Kittiwan. The song that was
written as a result of the research was on the theme of mourming for Phrachaopeenangter
Chaofakalayaniwattana Kromiuongnaratiwasrachanakarin, the sister of His Majesty the
King of Thailand.

Once the vocal forh was composed and suggestions from advisors obtained
the composer/performer proudly sang the resulting song accompanied by a Thai
percussion orchestra in front of the thematic committee and the general public.
