This research was conducted with the objectives of 1) collectin;rggeila-lsinfonnation
about radio stations in Chiang Rai; 2) analyzing compatibility between the objectives to set up
radio stations and the Broadcasting Regulations of 1992; and 3) analyzing compatibility between
on-air format programs of radio stations in Chiang Rai and relevant laws.

This documentary research was done by collecting, organizing and analyzing general
data of 9 radio stations of 14 frequencies. The results of the research can be concluded as follows:

1) The organization charts of all radio stations in Chiang Rai were not compatible with
standards of the Ministry of Labors and Social Welfares because there was not advertisement and
marketing section in the organization chart. The procéss of advertisement was a combination of
state and dual systems. Only 3 stations used the state system and the rest used the dual system.
This means that they gained profits by advertising products and services.

2) The objectives of the radio stations were not in accordance with the Broadcasting
Regulations of 1992. Their objectives did not cover all elemeﬁts in the regulations. Moreover, the
objectives of the radio stations in Chiang Rai have long been set but never been adjusted to be
compatible with current situations.

3) The format programs of all radio broadcasting stations in Chiang Rai were not in
accordance with the Ministry Acts 14 (1994) as they did not specify types of advertisements and
business services. The Royal Thai Air Force 015 Chiang Rai Radio Station of all three
frequencies had a radio program unspecified in the format program, i.e. short news,

The proportion of the contents in the format program was not in accordance with the
Public Relations Department Regulations as there were more entertainment programs than
specified in the regulations e.g. A.M. 801, 1224 KHz, F.M. 95.75, 94.25 and 100.25 MHz.

In conclusion, the radio stations in Chiang Rai did not follow the laws. Therefore, local
media should be audited by the government sectors, by National Broadcasting Commission,
controlled, and penalized by laws, as well as audited by private sectors. In addition, more
knowledge programs, talk radio programs, and programs from central authorities should be

broadcast.
