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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the attitudes of parents who
sent their children to study basic piano. The research focused on parents attitudes
toward, music activities with respect to 2 criteria: the value and the benefit of the
music activities and the substance/features of music activities. The populations in
the study were parents who sent their children to study basic piano at the Yamaha
Music School in Thonburi, Bangkok. The selection of the sample group was
made by simple random sampling and by lottery sampling. Yamaha has 10
different locations and 559 students in total. Out of the 599 students 300 were
taken as the sample for the study. The instrument of data collection was a music
activities questionnaire which evaluated parents attitudes by the five-point Likert-
type scale. Data were analyzed by using percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The research found that, overall, the parents scored their level of
satisfaction as being high. When considering individual parents opinions the
results showed a high level of satisfaction with the value and the benefit section
of the music activities as well as the substance/features section.
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
