ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research is to provide Thai popular music and arrange
it for classical guitar in order to play solo during the process of classical guitar class at
the intermediate level. Ten songs were selected from those popular during 2002-2007
by the guitar teachers. The songs are at an intermediate level.

The objective of the study was to encourages students and avoid boredom
when learning. This is achieved by avoiding only classical music and creating learning
material in the form of songs for the classical guitar.

The findings of the research indicate that the ten popular songs arranged
for classical guitar were approved by the classical guitar experts. When those songs
were implemented, it was found that the songs encouraged and attracted the learner

more effectively during the classical guitar lesson.
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
