The research aimed to study the exposure, attitude and the ﬁlétice of the 1997
Official Information Act of the journalists in Nakhonratchasima Province. The informants were
70 journalists who worked as reporters, editorial staff, editorial staff chiefs, or new editors in
Muang District of Nakhonratchasima. Among these, 49 respondents worked for the national
newspapers, 18 for local ones, and 3 for both national and local news agencies. The data were
collected by means of the validated test and analyzed in term of percentage, means, standard
deviations and an analysis of variance.

The finding were as follows:

Regarding exposing to the act, it was found that the journalists exposed mostly to
the prints (42.8%), followed by the Internet, websites, on-line newspapers and radio (14.2% each),
journals and magazine (11.4%), radio (8.5%), people (4.2%), poster (2.8%), and other documents
(1.9%). Concerning their attitude towards the Act, the respondents in general had a high level of
knowledge and also highly agreed with the contents. They mostly used it by requesting for the
information claim rights provided by the Act (91.04%), followed by asking for advice about
searching for information (81.4%) and searching for the information from the government agency
libraries (45.7%). In regard to using the Act, it was found that the journalists had obtained the
government agencics’ co-operation at a high level. Relating to demographic differentiation, it
was found that gender, marital status, educational level and income correlated with knowledge.
Their age and opinion were also correlated. Moreover, age and income factors correlated with

using the Act.
