The study on problems and clients’ solving of the loan and interest to the Bank for
Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives (BAAC): a case study of Cha-Am branch, Cha-Am
district, Petchaburi province, was conducted:

1. To study the factors that may affect the payment of loans and interest of farmer
clients of BAAC, Cha-Am branch, Petchaburi province.

2. To analyze the problems of non-payment of loans and interest by farmer clients
of BAAC, Cha-Am branch, Petchaburi province.

3. To summarize and recommend guidelines to solve the problem of repayment of
loan and interest by farmer clients of BAAC, Cha-Am branch, Petchaburi province.

In this study, data were collected from sample population of 223 farmer clients from 9
zones (tambol), namely: Cha-Am, Huaysai-Neua, Saiphraya, Rai-mai Pattana, Bangkao,
Donkhunhuai, Nong Sala, Na-yang and Khao Yai, in Cha-Am District, Petchaburi province. Data
analysis was followed by using a packaged software computer program for social research which
calculated percentages, frequencies and mathematical means including correlation tests through
statistical tests such as t-test and F-test. Results showed that:

Group factors and external factors were found to have highly affected farmers’ payment
of their debt in BAAC, Cha-Am branch while BAAC factors and capabilities of borrowers
showed moderate effect towards payment of loan and interest.

Further results showed that problems of non-payment of loans and interest by farmer
clients, consisted of: Farm cultivation area was located in a rained area which limited farmers’
production capacity besides causing low price of farm products thus leading to farmers’ loss of
investment from their occupation.

Furthermore, the respondents indicated some guidelines for solving this problem of non-
payment of loans and the interest, as follow: The government should provide loans for farmer to
allow them to invest in making deep well or water reservoir in order to store water for use during
the entire planting season and to establish good drainage especially during rainy days when water
exceeded and had to be used immediately.

For the respondents’ suggestions: In providing loan to farmers and to avoid nonpayment
of loans and interest, one method should consist of the government providing assurance for the
price of the farm products or to create markets where products could certainly be sold without the

middlemen and provide satisfactory price for the farmers.
