The Objectives of this research were to find out: 1) personal and socio-economic
characteristics of Ban Huay Keaw people in Mae-on Sub-District, Chiangmai Province, 2) their
community forest management of Ban Huay Keaw; and 3) their using of the benefit from
community forest. All of respondents consist of male and female, with ages ranging between 25 -
60 years old. Respondents’ names must be found on the residence registration and they must have
lived in Ban Huay Keaw, Mae-on Sub-District, Chiangmai Province for a minimum of 1 year.
The data were collected by interview schedule which had been tested for content validity and
objectivity from 180 people. The data were gathered during March - May 2004. And the data

' analysis was Statistical Package Social Science (SPSS/PC.)

The results revealed that the respondents had an average age 43 years old. The
majority were female and finished a primary education. They were workers and had an average
of 4 family members.

The results also showed that most of respondents actually have followed the
theory of managing community forest with 6 activities; Firstly, the respondents have followed
growing number of forest planting in community forest area. Secondly, the respondents have set-
up forest fire prevention. Thirdly, the respondents have announced the punishment rules for those
who do not follow the regulations of the community forest’s committee. Moreover, the
respondents have set-up the committee to work and control the area of community forest. And
they get support from the government or private representative. Finally, the respondents also have
followed the regulations of the community forest’s committee. On the other hand, some
respondents have not followed these community forest way i.e. they do not have resident patrols

to help prevent forest fires or to clean up the area to maintain the forest.
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The results showed that the respondents can get the benefit in many different ways
such as: using trees to build houses or public buildings for the village; using logs or dry branches
for campfires and using bamboo for making products; There are many kinds of food that can be
found in the community forest i.e. wild mushroom, bamboo shoots, ant’s eggs, bamboo worms,
herbs and wild fruits. Furthermore, the community forest also can be as a place for many
ceremonies i.e. as a cemetery to burn and bury the deceases of both Buddhism and Christian
believes, there can be the historical place for collecting bones and building statues of important
figures and can be used as a park and campground. Meanwhile, some people can take their farm
animals i.e. ducks, cows, buffalos, etc. to find food in the community forest area during the rainy
season. The community forest is also an area where people can release birds or fish, or use the
area for mediation. Lastly, the community forest is also like a big reservoir that people can use

water for the village and also supply to the forest.
