This research was conducted in order to study 1) characteristics and membership
status of the Chiang Mai community radio network; 2) levels of expectation in the cooperation of
the members; and 3) suggestions to solves existing problems.

The participants of this study consisted of 55 members of the Chiang Mai
community radio network in year 2003 (8 personal members and 47 organization members who
come from 19 organizations ) by means of a questionnaire which was based on the objectives
and validated. The researcher employed the Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS/SFW)
to analyze percentages, means and standard divisions. The results were as follows:

In regard to the characteristics and membership status, 60 percent were part of
the working membership. The reason to be the membership was bofh personal and
organizational. For the organizational reason they were encouraged by section of 40 constitution
for Thai laws.

In regard to expectation in the cooperation of the members, the members were
expected to play a role in the organization in terms of 1) production and broadcast of “sieang-
ban lanna”, and 2) training. It was found that the members played the roles at a medium level.
The members expected to participate in the monitoring and assessment, organizational funds and
member relationship at a low level.

In regard to suggestions to solve the problems, the members were mostly
expected to give and share knowledge, understanding about community radio network and
Promote Section 40 of constitution for Thai laws to other people. These activities included
activities to give and share knowledge to society. They were expected to study and understand

the need to promote the membership of Chiang Mai community radio before giving and sharing

the knowledge to society. The members also suggested that Chiang Mai community radio

network should have a coordinator who was an official or a full time staff,
