This research was conducted in order to study 1) behavior of information seeking
through the internet network on sex issue of teenagers, 2) reasons for information seeking through
the internet network on sex issue of teenagers, and 3) impacts of information seeking through the
internet network on sex issues of teenagers.

The data was collected by means of pretested queéfionnaires from 100 randomly
seieziid 13-21 year-old teenagers in Amphur Muang, Chiangmai, and analyzed by the SPSS/PC+
with the use of percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The findings were as follows.

Behavior of information seeking through the Internet network. The teenagers
sought information about sexual issues through the Internet about once a month, 15-30 minutes at
a time during 1.00-3.00 p.m at an Internet Café. The popularly used tools were website
www.google.com. and MSN chat software. They normally browsed the Internet network alone,
sneaking away from their parents.

Reasons for information seeking through the Internet network. The teenagers
focused more on mass media than personal media, i.e. website advertisements. Male teenagers’
reason for seeking information through the Internet network was that the websites featured sexy
snapshots, while female teenagers’ reason was that the websites featured knowledge of gender
study.

Impacts of information seeking through the Internet network on sex issues. Most
teenagers received a moderate level of positive impacts, the most important of which was
realization of proper disease prevention when having sexual relationship, followed by realization
of sexual relationship as a natural human behavior. They received a high level of negati;re
impacts, the most important of which was sexual abuse in teenagers’ groups, followed by raping,

sexual trade, and inappropriate dressing.
