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ABSTRACT

The research on problems and suggestions to solve clients’ wpa?m?nt]t-osm:z 9&?k3for
agriculture and agricultural cooperatives (BAAC): a case study of Pattananikhom branch,
Pattananikhom District, Lopburi Province was aimed:

1. To study and gather basic information about unpaid debts of farmer clients of BAAC,
Pattananikhom branch, Pattananikhom District, Lopburi Province. "

2. To analyze the basic information related to non-payment of debts of farmer clients of
BAAC, Pattananikhom branch, Pattananikhom District, Lopburi Province.

3. To summarize and provide suggestions related to non-payment of clients of BAAC,
Pattananikhom branch, Pattananikhom District, Lopburi Province.

Data were collected from 100 farmer respondents in nine tambols, namely:
Pattananikhom, Nongbua, Huaykhunram, Khok-saloong, .Manaowan, Chongsar-ka, Chon-noi,
Dee-lang and Namsoud, in Pattananikhom District, Lopburi Province. Data analysis was then
followed using a statistical computer softiware package program for social science research
in order to determine the percentage, frequency and mathematical average. Various correlations
were tested using Multiple Regression method, Correlation Coefficient amlysis, t-test and F-test.
The findings were as follows:

Most farmer respondents were men with average age of 52 years, had finished primary
education, married and possessed their own lands. Their main occupation was farming with only
two family members eaming income at an average of 188,180 baht per year. Their average

off-farm income was 20,700 baht per year while average farm expenses was 125,370 baht
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per year, average expenses for off-farm activity was 52,000 baht per year and average emergency
expenses was 16,200 baht per year. 7

Most of the farmer respondents used different types of loan guarantees such as group
guarantee and total assets to secure loans. Average unpaid debts of clients with BAAC was
192,197 baht per person while total average loan per person was 267,260 baht with average unpaid
debts was 82.21% of total loan per person. Over-all results indicated that the factor based on
farmer’s potentials provided moderate effect on unpaid debts of farmer clients. Factor based on
BAAC was found to have low effect to loan repayment by farmer clients and external factor were
found to have the least effect on the repayment of loans by farmer clients.

The study also showed that problems most commonly found in farm production consisted
of modem farm practices which caused high farm expenses, the situation of many farmers having
debts from many sources including both in legal and illegal systems, high interest rate and natural
disasters such as drought.

Further results showed that guidelines for problem solving involving agricultural
production mostly used by farmers consisted of reducing farm capital to increase income and
practicing organic agriculture, the guideline was found to be product price assurance, the guideline
was the need for the government to support loans that have low initial cost or interest to allow
production rehabilitation while on BAAC, the most common guideline was the behavior of bank
staff conceming ethics, polite speech and more active in providing bank services, the most
common guideline was the need for the government to increase budget allocation to solve
the existing illegal debts of farmer clients.
