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ABSTRACT
The objectives of this research were 1) to examine perscErElEanldssgige?o?omic
characteristics of farmers in the Angkhang Royal Project area, 2) to find out their attitudes
towards Chinese tea cultivation in such area, and 3) to compare attitudes towards Chinese tea
cultivation of Chinese tea growers and common growers. The data were gathered by means
of pretested interview schedules from 40 Chinese tea grdwers and 202 common growers,

selected by systematic random sampling, and analyzed by the Statistical Package for the Social

Sciences (SPSS/PC+).

The results were as follows:

1. Eighty-five percem of Chinese tea growers were male and 43 years old on average.
Most of them did not receive formal education, had an average of 3 household members
contributing to farm labor, an average farmland of 3 Rai, average attendance at a training
prograin of 17 times per year. and average experience in farming of 17 years. All most all of
them were members of the farming group, obtained information about agriculture from officers
of the Angkhang Royal Project and had an average contact with the officers of 17 times per year.
Their average farm income was 23,625 Baht per year and off-farm income, 10,606 Baht per year.

The percentage of male common growers was §7.33. They had an average age of
42 years. Most of them did not obtain formal education, had an average of 3 household members
contributing to farm labor, an average farmland of 11 Rai, an average attendance at a training
program of 5 times per year and average farming experience of 17 yeurs. Most of them
were not members of the farming group, obtained information about agriculture from their
neighbors, and had never contacted extension officers.Their average farm income was 58,378 Baht

per year and off-farm income, 37,937 Baht per year.

2. The Chinese tea growers’ attitudes were at a high level towards land selection and
preparation, maintenance, and marketing, and a moderate level towards cultivation and harvest.
The common growers’ attitudes were at a high level towards marketing, a moderate

level towards land selection and preparation, maintenance, and harvest, and a low level towards

cultivation.

3. The attitudes of Chinese tea growers and common growers were significantly

different in land selection and preparation, cultivation, maintenance, harvest, and marketing.
