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ABSTRACT

This research has two objectives which are: 1) to desgi'fp}rs§n§l,4so§i3{ and
economic characteristics of diploma students in Chiang Rai Phanitchayakamn School, Muang
District, Chiang Rai; and 2) to know the needs for their remedial teaching.

Questionnaire survey was conducted with a randomly stratified sample of 300
diplowna students, in Chiang Rai Phanitchayakarn School, studying in the first and second years
majoring in Business Computer Sciences, Accounting and Marketing. Data was collected from
December 2003 to February 2004 and analyzed ty the Statistical Package for Social Sciences
(SPSS).

it was found that most of the respondents were female and 20 years old on
average. More than half of the respondents were studying in the second year of diploma degree.
Their parents were farmers with an annual average income of 26,320.70 Baht. The respondents
mostly stayed outside Chiang Rai Municipality. The average distance from the place they stayed
to school was 22.3 kilometers. Most of them used motorcycles for traveling to school.

According to the survey, the respondents needed all types of remedial teaching
at a high level, especially in small groups by each subject. Business Package Program was the
subject that the respondents wanted most for special remedial education. The remedial teaching
time that the respondents wanted most was Saturday mornings. Mostly, the respondents wanted
remedial teachers to teach in both theory and practice. The clean classroom was the most wanted
in regard to the remedial teaching atmosphere. The type of media that the respondents wanted
most was the real media. Lastly, the most important motive for attending remedial class was the

teachers who were expert in that subject.
