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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to investigate 1) gzag c%nig)n% ?fgater
user groups in Mae Kuang Operation and Maintenance Project, Office of Regional Irrigation 1,
Chiang Mai province; and 2) water user groups’ participation in improvement of water using in 3
major areas: irrigation management, waintenance, and water user group management; and 3)
water user groups’ problems. The data was collected by means of questionnaires from 182
saiiples of water users randomly selected from 13 water user groups, 14 samples from each
group, and analyzed by using the SPSS/PC".

The results revealed that 41.20 percent of water users have been members of the
groups for more than 15 years and 73.60 percent had finished Pratomsuksa 4. The water users
receiving sufficient waier mostly participated in irrigation management, but not in maintenance
and institution management. They usually participated in weed eradication and canal dredging.

The major problems found were insufficient water distribution, planning and

monitoring, lack of knowledge and understanding of water management, and inadequate budget.
