This research on the attitude toward morals in the daily life of Chiang Mai University
undergraduate students was aimed to study attitudes concerning 3 aspects; the knowledge or
understanding aspect , the preference aspect and the behavior aspect , toward morals in the daily
life of Chiang Mai University undergraduate students.

The data was gathered from 400 undergraduate students of Chiang Mai University by
use of questionnaires. The questionnaires asked students to rate their understanding , preference
and practice of the buddhist precepts and dharma morals , which then were broken into
subcatagories ("Morals")

The research found that students had on an average a high level on the knowledge or
understanding aspect and had on an average a high level on the preference aspect. They had on an
average a moderate level on their behavior in academic leamning and social activity practice.
Students had on an average of frequency in socially connecting an often level.

For means difference testing, it was found that the means on the attitude toward morals
in the daily life of students both male and female were different at the significant level of 0.05. In
detail , it was found that the means on every aspects of the attitude of female students were higher
than those of male students. |

When classifying students according to their field, it was found that the means on the
attitude toward morals in the daily life of students were different in at least two fields at the
significant level of 0.05. In detail , it was found that students majoring in the health science field
had the highest mean on every aspects of the attitude. While students majoring in science and
technology field had the lowest mean on the knowledge or understanding , the preference and their
behavior in social connecting aspect . Students majoring in social science had the lowest mean on
their behavior in academic learning and social activity practice aspect.

When classifying students according to their academic year, it was found that no
significant difference at a level of 0.05 existed among students of different academic years on
their attitude toward morals in the daily life.

When classifying students according to their grade point average ("GPA") , it was

found that the means on the attitude toward morals in the daily life of students were different in at

least two GPA classifications at the significant level of 0.05 . In detail, it was found that students
having GPA of more than 3.50 had the highest mean on the knowledge or understanding , the
preference and their behavior in academic learning and social activity practice aspect .And
students having GPA of 2.50 — 2.99 had the highest mean on their behavior in socially connecting

aspect . While students having GPA of less than 2.00 had the lowest mean on every aspects of the

attitude .
