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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this thematic paper were to study characteristics of
nationalism that appear in the flute works Fantaisie Pastorale Hongroise, Op. 26, for
Flute and Piano by Albert Franz Doppler, First Sonata for Flute and Piano by
Bohuslav Martinu, and Sonata in D Major, Op. 94, for Flute and Piano by Sergei
Prokofiev.

The characteristics of nationalism that appear in Fantaisie Pastorale
Hongroise, Op. 26, for Flute and Piano by Albert Franz Doppler include Hungarian
form, Hungarian scale, pentatonic scale, Mixolydian mode, and rhythmic patterns
from Hungarian folksong.

The characteristics of nationalism in First Sonata for Flute and Piano by
Bohuslav Martinu include rhythmic patterns from Bohemian folksong, syncopation,
meter (3/8, 5/8, 7/8), Gypsy scale, and pentatonic scale.

The characteristics of nationalism in Sonata in D Major, Op. 94, for Flute
and Piano by Sergei Prokofiev include the war-like themes that came from Russia’s
involvement in World War II, Dorian Mode, Lydian Mode, Locrian Mode, Gypsy
scale, whole-tone scale, and octatonic scale.
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
