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" ABSTRACT

This study is a survey research in order to study the success in the profession
of trainer in health centers in Bangkok metropolitan and in order to study the factors
affecting the relation between personal factors of trainers, leadership,and organization
support towards success in the profession of trainer in health centers in Bangkok
metropolitan. The sample used in this research was 250 trainers in health centers in
Bangkok metropolitan. The instrument used for data collection was a questionnaire.
Data analysis was done by spss. The statistics used to analyze data were percentage,
standard deviation, highest and lowest value, Pearson’s Product-Moment Correlation
Coefficients and Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis.

The research results reveal that success in the profession of trainer in health
centers in Bangkok metropolitan is at a high level (X = 3.76) with performance at a
| high level (x = 3.92). Personal relationship is at a high level (X = 3.85). Finance factor
is at a high level (¥ = 3.63) and progress in work is at a high level (X = 3.64). From the
study of factors related to personal factors of trainers in health centers, leadership,
organization support towards the success in profession of the trainer in health center in
Bangkok metropolitan can explain the change of score of success at 73.9%. The major
factor related to success in the profession was organization support and the second
most important was leadership. ’

The recommendations from the research are that administrators should
support and promote trainers to plan development in their work and give importance
to performance assessment, attend to trainers’ well-being, health condition and set
appropriate welfare, support progress in work performance such as further study in
higher level and organize additional training courses regularly.
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
