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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the potential of inquiry
officials for investigators bringing about Restorative Justice through a process of
inquiring and to study the patterns that are suitable for Restorative Justice during
the conducting of inquiries. 312 rank one investigators who had trained at the
Inquiry Promotion Institute of the Royal Thai Police were used as case studies.

Subsequently, all the data was analyzed by frequency and percentage. Additionally,
the data about role perception, knowledge of and attitude towards Restorative
Justice was also analyzed by mean and standard deviation.

All the investigators were very ready to use Restorative Justice. They all
indicated that their attitude toward it was at the “highest level of agreement
while their knowledge and perception of their role was at a more moderate level of
agreement. This shows that the qualifications of the investigators were high and
they also had Studied the program “How to use the unanimity Principle to reconcile
some of cases in an investigation” to enhance there efficiency and transparency.

It is recommended that, there should be further studies about the
qualifications of interrogation officers at every rank from (1-4) and there should be
a study comparing differently ranked officers. There should also be interviews
with victims of crimes and criminals whom interrogation officers have been able to
reconcile successfully and with those whom the officers could not reconcile, in
order to discuss problems and obstacles regarding the coordination of interrogation
officers. Lastly, more quantitative researches or vertical researches should be done
to study problems and obstacles in the conduct of enquiries by interrogation
officers.
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
