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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to investigate problems, limitations and factors affecting
suppression police under the supervision of Metropolitan Police Division 7 (MPD7) in
applying counter-narcotic policy. The samples were 260 suppression police both
commissioned officers and non-commissioned officers who were allocated to 11
police stations under MPD7. Data collection was by questionnaire and statistical
applications were- percentage, mean, standard deviation, ANOVA and MCA (Multiple
Classification Analysis). Results were:

Most samples were 41-45 years with a job tenure of 11-15 years. Their rank
ranged from Police Lance Corporal to Police Sergeant. They had baccalaureates, were
married, and were earning a monthly income of 16,000-20,000 Baht. They had 1-2
dependents and were living in government residences, and were possessed of a
moderate level of knowledge and understanding on counter- narcotic policy. They had
participated in educational excursions and seminars on counter narcotics practices and
policies 3-4 times and had worked in the suppression job for 1-5 years.

The primary problems and limitations of the suppression police in applying
counter-narcotic policies were a lack of proper resources and a lack of public
cooperation.

Tests of hypotheses showed that knowledge and understanding concerning
applying policy had the highest significant relationship with the problems and
limitations of the suppression police in applying counter narcotic policy followed by
training in counter-narcotics, and education. The statistical significance was at a level
of 0.05.

Recommendations from this research were as follows-policies should be
improved and certain obligations laws and regulations should be amended to meet the
existing situations. This would allow the offices involved in counter-narcotics to
efficiently apply policy, and to enforce laws, regulations and obligations.
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
