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ABSTRACT »

This research aimed to study and compare perceptions about the draft of the
National Police Act among police officers with different backgrounds and at different
age, education, marital status, rank and employment duration. In additibn, this research
also aimed to study correlations between these officers’ attitudes, interests and
experience, and their perception about the draft. Samples were 318 warrant and
commissioned officers stationed in Metropolitan Police Headquarter 8 and its 11
stations. The research tool was a questionnaire and statistics for data analysis included
percentages, mean, standard deviation, One-Way ANOVA and Pearson’s Product
Correlation Coefficient with confidence level at 0.05.

Findings showed that the samples’ perception about the draft as a whole was
at the moderate level. Their perception about administrative structure and management
was at the moderate level (X=2.81). So were the perceptions about personnel
management and professionalism (X=2.83), and public participation and monitoring
mechanisms (X=2.57) officers with different ages, education and ranks had different
perceptions while those with different marital statuses and employment duration did
not have differing perceptions. It was also found that attitudes had a positive
correlation with the perceptions at a low level whereas interests and experience had

positive correlations with the perceptions at a moderate level.
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
