The study was to investigate the Lahu students' attitude towards English
teaching.The sample covered 108 students at Ban Huay-Krok-Moo School ,Mae Ai
District, Chiang Mai Province, who were enrolled in the 2™ semester of the 2001
academic year. The instrument used was the to measure the student attitudes’ toward
English teaching in 4 aspects, namely, context, teacher, instructional activities
And teaching aids. The instrument reliability was .86 basing on Cronbach Alpha
Coefficient. Statistics used included frequency, percentage, mean and standard
deviation. It was found that the students had good level of attitude in all aspects with
highest score in instructional media, followed by score in content, teacher and

instructional activities, in ranking order.
