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The purposes of this research were (1) to study compare extemal quality evaluation results of the case
study schools based on jurisdictions variable and to study development level of the external quality evaluation
results, (2) to study deserve development process of school after the external quality evaluation, (3) to compare
improvement school development proceés after inspection of external quality of the schools between jurisdictions
and sizes different and development external evaluation results, and (4) to assess needs of the schools
development process external quality afier inspection. The samples for this research were 15 schools in Educational
Area 1, Samutprakan Province. Data providers were 218 teachers in 3 jurisdictions. Data were collected by
questionnaires for developing school improvement process after quality inspection. Data were analyzed by descriptive
statistics with SPSS program. The results were as follows

1. The first and the second rounds of external quality evaluation results of case study in3 jurisdictions
indifferent produced good level on average. For 14 standards of external evaluation, that the first round, the lowest
evaluation result was the third standard “the students possess aesthetics, characteristics of art, music and sport”. The
second round was the fifth standard “the students had knowiedge and skills required of the curriculum.” And
development that from good level to good level acquired 40 percent.

2. According to documents synthesis, there were 10 steps of school development process including
production for evaluation results acceptance, cause analysis, co-operation for solution, involvement for solution,
definition of development goals, supervision and monitoring systems, development performances audit, propagate of
evaluation results, self-development and exchange of knowledge.

3. On average, the schools followed 10 steps of schoo])development process and acquired 97.67 percent
scores of the works which should be performed to produce quality in accordance with external evaluation standards.
Any jurisdictions and sizes of the schools performed good level of school development. After classifying group of
schools based on development level of external evaluation of the first and the second rounds, group of the schools
with fair development level in the first round to good level in the second round.

4. The critical steps of schoolé development were accelerate of evaluation results, cause analysis and
accelerating improvement of works in the fourth standard “the studenis had analytical thinking, synthetic thinking,
discretion, constructive suggestions, reflective thinking and vision” which performed less improvement than other
standards. .
