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ABSTRACT

The objective of this thesis was to survey performance and contents of museums located
in Bangkok in order to categorize and organize the museums into groups according to the
content leamning of the basic education curriculum, in order establish the guidelines for
promoting the museums as perfect learning center or as another classroom for primary schools.
Both qualitative and quantitative research were applied as the research methodology in order to
gather information from 100 museums in Bangkok. The concept of using a learning object was
applied. A learning object focuses on leamer-centered concept and life-long learning concepts as
guidelines for studying, data gathering, and analyzing.

The research results found that 82.50% of the museums in Bangkok were under
supervision of government agencies and had no admission fee. Groups of visitors were mostly
students and undergraduates. Museum visiting could be divided into two types: 1) visiting
with a guide; and 2) freely visiting. Of the museumns, 42.5% contained antique objects. When
categorizing, grouping, and considering for consistency between content of museums and
learning objects, there were 2 content aspects. Firstly, Direct Content refers to the content
which is identical to the learning object of each subject and can be promptly implemented by
schools when teaching the Thai Language and English as a foreign Language. The least
consistent subject was mathematics. Secondly, Integrated Content means teachers must apply
Integrated Learning Management in the form of multidiscipline activities and this can promote
the museum as a perfect learning center.

To make the museums in Bangkok perfect leaming centers depends on cooperation of
schools by making educational partnerships between schools and museums. There are 4
components: (1) knowledge; (2) media; (3) learning process; and (4) activities for learning
enhancement. They require serious cooperation from all people concerned. In addition, these
components must be based on support and understanding of integrated leamning from the
community and from the government, through educational cooperation and promotion. The
government needs to be a mediator for supporting learning centers in the form of perfect
education partnerships.
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
