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ABSTRACT

This qualitative research was conducted to study the factors which affect
beginning students’ practice behavior. Three factors were studied: the teachers’
teaching techniques; the parents’ contribution to the students’ practice; and the
environment at the students’ homes. Related studies and information from the Internet
were reviewed. Information from interviewing the teachers and the beginner students’
parents were analyzed. .

The study of the factors found that:

1) The teachers should incorporate their practicing techniques into their
teaching; weekly goals should be set; and each student should be appropriately
motivated.

2) Parents and students should agree on the practice schedule and the
parents should motivate the students.

3) The practice room should be appropriate: there should be enough light,
comfortable temperature, no distractions such as television, and the piano should be in

a good condition so that it could help the students practice more effectively.
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
