The objective of this thesis aims to study source and roles of setting in
Kaeokao' s fantasy novels. According to the sources, the settings in 13 fantasy novels
of Kaeokao can be categorized into four types : the setting created from real places, the
setting created from historical documents, the setting created from the belief in heaven
and hell, and the setting created from literature. Various sources are use in the creation
of in order to make them be fanciful and dreamlike and thus harmoniously appear
settings in the fantasy novels which are concern with imagination.

Settings in Kaeokao' s fantasy novels have 2 roles. The first one is to lend
verisimilitude.The author gives descriptions of location and atmosphere of setting to add
credibility to the emergence or existence of supernatural character, events and objects
in the novels. The main reason for the success of Kaeokao' s fantasy novels lies in ability
of the author to her convince that her fantasy novels which deal largely with the
supernatural are believable. Second, the setting in Kaewkao's fantasy helps to convey
two main idea about Buddhism: the suffering caused by human passion such as lust,
greed, hatred and delusion, and KARMA. Many of Kaewkao's location and time

settings contain symbolic meanings which help to indicate the themes or the novels
