The study explores the role of Pattani Fisheries Association and labor migration
policy in 2001-2004. The thesis uses the system theory and the group theory, particularly the

role of interest groups as conceptual framework analysis.

The finding of the thesis is that Pattani Fisheries Association, as an economic interest
group, played the role of policy input and policy co-ordination and implementation. However,
the association put more emphasis on policy input to strategically and tactically express their
demands to public policymakers. The association had 5 major demands as following:
extension of the registration period, reduction of the registration fee, establishment of the
migrant labor zone by the governor, management of One Stop Setvices and increase of

migrant labor quotas and adjustment of the quota conditions.

However, most of all demands had not been transmitted to labor migration policy.
Consequently, the association did not play significant role of policy formulation due to the
state's role which emphasized on national security in social and economic dimensions. As a
result, decision making policy was not distributed to other sectors. Another important factor
that affected the association's role in policy input was the weakness of its alliances. The
association, therefore, narrowed its role of policy co-ordination and implementation because

policy outcomes were not accord to their economic interest.
