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The objectives of research were to study 1) the localisin of Chiang Mai
people, 2) the election campaign techniques of the Thai Rak Thai Party by
emphasising the localism, and 3) the localism of Chiang Mai people resulting in
voting for the Thai Rak Thai Party.

400 samples were drawn from the voters in the 2001 General Election in
10 constituencies of Chiang Mai province. Quantitative data were processed by
using the SPSS computer program. Data analysis involved percentage, mean,
ANOVA, regression, and multiple regression.

The findings were:

1. Localism was quite common among most respondents.

2. Respondents’ personal characteristics i.e., age, level of education,
occupation, and income were related to localism: 1) the older the respondents,
the higher the localism, 2) the higher the respondents’ education, the lower the
localism, 3) respondents whose occupation was agriculture were most
localistic, and 4) the higher the respondents’ income, the lower the focalism.

3. Localism was positively related to respondents’ attitude towards the
campaign techniques of the Thai Rak Thai Party and with the tendency to vote
for the Thai Rak Thai Party both under the party list and. the single

constituency systems.
