This study was aimed to examine the Humanistic and Custodial in Pupil — Control
ldelogy of Teachers in Saint Joseph's Convent School, Bangkok. Onehundred and
sixthy-eight teachers of Saint Joseph's Convent School were randomly selected by
simple random sampling as the studied sample. The research instrument was PCl-Form
in Thai version. The collected data were analyzed through the application of percentage
mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The findings indicated that the Saint Joseph's convent teachers appear to be
Custodial orientation. For comparative study, there was no statistically significant
difference of pupil control ideology between sex, age, professional experience,

educational background and religion.
