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ABSTRACT

This research was conducted to find out 1) general charaTcteEristji‘(‘:ssofs\gng gmong
Lamphun Coorperative’s members in the One Tambon One Product Project, Tambon Umong,
Amphur Muaag, Lamphun; 2) their level of participation in the project; and 3) factors related to
their participation in such project. The data was collected by means of pre-tested questionnaires
from 102 memuers of the cooperative and analyzed by using the SPSS. The statistics used were
percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The Stepwice Multiple Regression Analysis was used
for analyzing factors, related to the members’ participation. The four independent variables
studied were demographic factors (sex, age, education, marital status and occupation); experience
factors (duration of time living in the community, duration of membership, and training
experience); knowledge factors (knowledgé of the One Tambon One Product Project, knowledge
of wine production, knowledge of the group’s objectives and implementation); and attitude factors
(attitudes toward cooperative organization and the Cne Tambon One Product Project). The
research findings were as follows:

1. Most of the respondents were females, married, and 46 years old on average.
They had completed a secondary level of education, were hired for labor, and have lived in the
community for an average of 38 years. Most of them have joined the cooperative for 2 years, and
had a highest level of wine training experience, a moderate level of knowledge of the One

Tambon One Product Project, and a highest level of knowledge of the group’ s objectives and

implementation.

2. The respondents had a low level of participation in dec—isibn mﬁking and
implementation, a moderate level in receiving benefits, and a lowest level in evaluation.

3. Six independent variables, out of 13, were significantly correlated with the
respondents’ participation: marital status, knowledge of the One Tambon One Product Project,
attitudes toward the cooparative, and age. These factors explained the respondents’ participation

variation at 32.50% (R’= 0.325; P<0.05).
