The purposes of this research were to study 1) demograglllgfe}msresso]f- ?ocational
institutes’ students; 2) their behavior of receiving meta ampheamine informatior on television;
3) their opinions on meta amphetamine information presentation on television; and 4) their
suggestions to improve such presentation. The data was collected by means of questionnaire from
171 samples of students studying in vocational institutes in Chiang Rai province i.e. Chiang Rai
Vocational College, Chiang Rai Technical College, Chiang Rai Industrial and Community
Education College, Chiang Rai College of Agriculture and Technology and Kanchanaphisek
Technical College Chiang Rai selected by stratified sampling and analyzed by the SPSS for

Windows, nsing percentage and mean. The findings were as follows.

1. Students’ demographic features
Most of the students were males, 16-21 years old, studied at a vocational

certificate level, and attained an average GPA of 2.63.

2. Behavior of receiving meta amphetamine information on television
Most students received meta amphetamine information on channel 3, from 6.00-
9.00 p.m. They watched news, documentary and meta amphetamine preveniion campaign
programs.
3. Opinions on meta amphetamine information presentation on television
The students agreed with presentation formats of meta amphetamine news,

documentary and meta amphetamine prevention campaign programs.

‘The students’ opinions on news’ qualities were at a moderate level in the aspects
of not using one’s own view to create bias as well as clarity and unambiguity of the news. Their
opinions on documentaries qualities were at a moderate level in the aspects of creative thinking,
story proceeding, and presenting of up-to-date knowledge. The students also had a moderate level
of opinions on meta amphetamine campaigns in the aspects of understanding of the objectives of
the campaigns and ability to get into audience’s moods.

4. Suggestions to improve such presentation

The students suggested that news be improved by presenting in-depth and all
around information as well as having a good-quality news staff. Documentaries should present
facts and give a chance to audience to share their opinions and give suggestion to the program.
Meta amphetamine prevention campaigns should be presented by well-known superstars, singers

or cartoons and should be broadcast in entertainment programs on public holidays.
