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ABSTACT

This research analyzed problem causes and solution methods used by
primary piano teachers with less than 3 years teaching experience when teaching
students. The data collection was conducted by interview and observation of 8 primary
piano teachers.

The researcher focused on the following topics: 1, student mistakes in
primary piano lessons; 2, causes of student mistakes; 3, problem solving methods used
by the teachers.

From the results of the research it was found that most teachers believed
the most common student mistake was in note reading. In the teachers’ opinion, the
causes of student mistakes are lack of practice, misunderstanding, and incomplete
physical development. Most teachers were unaware of teaching students how to play
musically, as opposed to mechanically. Teachers’ problem solving methods depended
on many factors and each student.

Suggestions from this research are as follows. 1. Teachers should study
more teaching methods and solution methods. 2. Teachers should be more aware of
teaching students how to play musically, as opposed to mechanically. 3. Teachers

should consider their teaching as one cause of student mistakes.
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
