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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to understand the effects of learning
music on spatial ability. The participants in this study were 60 secondary students: 15
voice students, 15 piano students, 15 percussion students and 15 non-music students
(the control group). The instruments for this research consisted of,

1) Questionnaire

2) Matching Parts and Figures Test

3) Spatial Views Test

The participants completed the questionnaire and the two spatial ability
tests at the beginning of 12 weeks of private music study class. The tests were given to
the participants again after the twelfth week of study.

The result revealed that music students scored higher in the post-test and
also higher than non-music students (the controlled group). Therefore the result
confirmed the hypothesis.
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
