Objectives of this study were; (1) to investigate the level of risk perception and
safety behavior of trailer drivers, (2) to do the comparison study of personal data that
might affect the risk perception and safety behavior of the trailer drivers, (3) to find out
the relationships between risk perception and safety driving behavior of trailer drivers.

Subjects were 214 trailer drivers of a softdrink manufacturer and distributor.
Data were collected by questionnaires and analyzed by computer program. Statistics of
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, F-test and Pearson correlation were used.

Finding showed as follows; (1) The result of risk perception level and the safety
behavior is high. (2) The trailer drivers with different age, education and income perceived
component of risk perception differently at .03, 006 and .03 respectively (3) The trailer
drivers with different age showed the significant difference in the component of safety
behavior at .002 (4) There were positive correlations between risk perception and safety
- behavior as a whole and each component significantly at .000
