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The purpose of this study was to investigate the methods/activities used for fund
raising in public higher education institutions in the areas of management, fund raising from
__alumni, individuals/civic groups, corporations, and foundations in overall and classified by
location, ievel of operation, and field of study. There were 222 samples that comprised of
presidents, vice presidents, deans, and directors in 24 public higher education institutions. The
instrument used in this study was a questionnaire developed by the researcher. It
consisted of 63 questions and was validated the content validity by a panel of experts and
posed an acceptable reliability at .97. Data were gathered in the academic year 2002. The
results indicated that public higher education institutions were decreasingly received annual
budget from the government but increasingly received incomes made by the institutions.
Traditional methods/activities, such as selling products, annual donation, donor motivation,
public relation, and special events were always and occasionally used for fund raising.
However, there was no permanent agency responsible for the mission. The sources for fund
raisi'ng were from individuals/ civic groups, corporations, foundations, and alumni
respectively. The methods/activities used for fund raising between the institutions in Bangkok
and vicinity area and in provinces were somewhat the same, but there were more frequency
and the number of methods/activities used in the provinces. Moreover, the methods/activities
used were rather the same among the levels of operation: university/institute, faculty, and
supporting unit. There were more frequency and the number of methods/activities used in
each area except some methods/activities in the area of management at the university/
institute level. And among the fields of study, the methods/activities used in each area in
_ the fields of sciences and technology, health sciences and humanities and social sciences were
rather the same, the differences were the frequency and the number of some

methods/activities.
