This research aimed to study the perception of information about sex education
of young students in Suratthani Education Area Zone 1, as well as to study impacts from
mass media that affected the perception of information about sex education of male and
female students who were studying in high schools. The research also study attitudes of
young students toward the perception of information about sex education from mass
media.

The research.samplers were young students who were studying in high schools
from Mattayom 4-6 in Suratthani Education Area Zone 1. The simple random sampling
was used and the sampler size was 380 students. The research methodology was
questionnaire in order to collect data. SPSS program was used to analyze the data by
frequency and percentage.

The study found that:

1. Young high schoo! students in Suratthani Education Area Zone 1 chose
to perceive information about sex education through television medium the most at 47.9
per cent. The second popular mass medium was radio at 27.4 per cent. Next, the third
popular medium was daily newspapers at 12.8 per cent While the last medium was
internet at 4.3 per cent.

2.. The study of attitudes of young students toward the perception of
information about sex education from mass media showed that 52.1 per cent of the
samplers agreed with the statement that if/fhey were not perceive information about sex
education from mass media, they felt themselves out-of-date and 29.9 per cent of the
samplers extremely agreed. However, there was 17.1 per cent of the samplers

disagreed with the statement.

3. The samplers who were interested in mass media contents at a high level
were interested in entertainment news the most at 56.4 per cent, following by music

programs at 53.8 per cent, and finally cartoons at 49.6 per cent.
