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The purposes of this research were to study the operations of art libraries in
state universities, in terms of, administration, technical service and user service as well
as problems of the art library operations. The structured-interview was used for data

collection from 9 art libraries.

The finding indicates that most art libraries in state universities are affiliated with
the central library and receive budget from the government and faculty income. The
personnel in majority of art libraries are librarians and support staff. In most art libraries,
librarians, the library committee, faculty members and students, are those responsible
for information resources selection. There is no deselection of materials in art libraries.
Services available in most libraries are circuiation, borrowing service for teaching,
reserve book service, reference and reservation of library materials. Most art libraries
encounter problems concerning insufficient funding, insufficient working and storage

space, and librarians do not have sufficient knowledge in art.
