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To answer whether the Thaksin government’s attempts to build hegemony over Thai
society is successful or not and why, this thesis hypothesizes that although the regime can take
over the political society, it cannot take complete control of the civil society.

It is found in this empirical study that the government’s attempt is evidently

unsuccessful, as it has faced a number of counter hegemonic groups in the Thai civil society.
