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Tambon Haiya is the ancient sub district and the origin of silver handicraft of Chiang Mai province. In
Waualai village, there has been a long history, the development and changes of the village, resulting, at present, the
deteriorated village condition and lack of community particular feature. For instance, it leaded locally economic
problem as handicraft products of the village were not currently in the interest of people, therefore, no tourists visited
this area because the new handicraft places were located, which were wide and supported by the government sectors.
Consequently, the tourists went to buy the products from these new handicraft shops and the villagers did not make
enough income and quit producing the silverware handicraft which was a local wisdom from their ancestors. Their
way of life and living condition in the village changed, making the village deteriorated. Moreover, fundamental
structure of the area was not appropriate for activity models for all components i.e. constructions, streets, pathway,
traffics, empty areas. These caused environmental pollution and deterioration, making the lands in village handicraft
area of Tambon Haiya was inappropriate use and it decreased the area value. From the analysis and the study of
collected data by surveying area potential, having questionnaire to the people who took part in this area of handicraft
village, Tambon Haiya and analyzing the potential, problems limitations and attitudes towards the revitalization to
propose the proper way in revitalizing the handicraft area of Tambon Haiya.

The analysis of potential and appropriate roles for Tambon Haiya handicraft village revealed that the
appropriate role of Wualai handicraft village was the area of silverware craftsman community way of living and
Lanna handicraft art street of Chiang Mai as the village potential was the traditional craftsman village and there was
the main street getting through the middle of the village which was the location of an important temple so the area is
easily accessed and it is a strong point to revitalize the area to be more interesting by proposing a method to preserve
and revitalize the area. The revitalization was divided into 2 levels which were restoring the current constructions to
be in better condition and maybe removing the old buildings to rebuilding what the village needed, and controlling
the appropriate use of lands i.e. determining the use of the lands to support the handicraft art street of Chiang Mai, at
which the local handicraft products were distributed along the way through Wualai street by forcing unrelated
enterprises to change their business models to be relevant to handicraft for the whole area. For the revitalization,
there proposed the demolition method for the buildings which had the low potential of development and destroyed
the image of the village in order to be prepared for the need in the future. However, this method affected the benefits
of landlords and building owners so the method was proposed by having those who were affected took part in this
development as a shareholder. In addition, the feasible and most appropriate area strategics and investment to

develop the area, including the time period of each procedure were also proposed.
