The main objectives of this rescarch were to study: (1) the participatory roles of the middle
class pecople in the past in the environmental problem management in the Chiang Mai municipality
arcas, and (2) the trends for promoting the middle class people in such cnvironmental problem
management in the arcas.

This rescarch applied the multi-stage cluster and systematic random sampling technique in
identifying the middle class samples that have been living or working permanently in the Chiang Mai
municipality arcas. The rescarcher employed a sct of questionnaires and interviewing format to

collect data. Then, they were statistically analysed by the use of frequency distribution, pereentage.

and Chi squarc test.

The results of the study were as follows.

The middle class pcople partly involved in or caused environmental problems in the Chiang
Mai municipality arcas, and they, in return, were affected by such problems at a moderate level. The
causes of such problems were their little knowledge, understanding, and awareness that were found at
a little level. They also had some repeated behaviors related to such problems. It was found that they
had little role to participate in the environmental problem management.

The trends to promote the middle class people’s roles in managing the environmental
problems in the Chiang Mai municipality areas could as that: (1) encouraging them to be aware of the
significance of the environmental problems; (2) encouraging them to increase their roles in taking
more care of such problem management; and (3) coordinating with concerned agencies to involve in
various environmental problem management campaigns within the municipality areas, and in policy-
making, preparation, planning, operating, and monitoring and evaluation. The results of chi square
test between the population characteristics and the samples® attitudes toward the environmental
problem management in the municipality areas indicated as follows. The samples’ living locations
had a statistically significance relation with their attitudes toward the operational trends to increase
the middlc class people’s roles in such management. Their permanent occupations had a statistically
significant relation with the cause of the middle class people’s involvement in such problems. They
may be affected by the trends of problem solution at the related causes. It was found that there was an

appropriateness to increasc and assign the middle class people’s roles in the problem management.
