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This research was to study the role of the family in enhancing the capacity of five
Mathayom Suksa 5 students whose achievement was at the top of the class, in Rungsee Vittaya
School, Fang District, Chiang Mai Province. The study covered the aspects intelligence,
emotional, and moral quotients. It was a qualitative research using interview with the family and
analyzing the result of the emotional and moral test tried on them. If was found that role of the
family was crucial for developing capacity of the students with high achievement. The parents
had closely paid attention to the student providing appropriate child rearing and socialization.
They had to set themselves as the model, using more psychological reinforcement than the
material one. The capacity enhancement had to start when the student was at early age and

continue so that the student had formed characteristic and personal habit.
