ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to survey the role of social studies teachers in promoting
democracy for grade level 4 students. The population comprised 550 grade level 4 students
studying social studies in the first semester of the academic year 2007 at Phichai school,
Uttaradit Province.

The instrument used in the study was questionnaire on the social studies teachers’ role in
promoting democracy for grade level 4 students through the management of in-class teaching
and learning activities and the extracurricular activities. The data abtained were analyzed by
using percentage, means and standard deviation, then presented as tables and essays.

The findings were as follows ;

Students revealed that:

1. Through in - class teaching and learning activities, teachers had managed most
activities to them at a high level for example teachers had provided equal roles to them and
encouraged them to work together in a friendly atmosphere while only the use of modern
information technology such as the use of videos in teaching was at a moderate level.
However they inferred that, in general, teachers had managed the teaching and learning
activities to them at a high level.

2. Through extracurricular activities, students were provided with various activities
to promote democracy for them and this was done at a high level such as the student
council election, etc. But the use of the experts in giving knowledge about democracy to
students was at a moderate level. However, ingeneral, teachers had managed the extracurricular

activities to them at a high level
