The objective of this research was to study the role of social studies teachers in the
Cycling for Preserving the Environment and Energy Project at Chairoj Vittaya School,

* Chiang Mai Province. The population consisted of 2 school administrators, the head
department of social studies, religion and culture, 4 social studies teachers and 90 students
were the member of the Cycling for Preserving the Environment and Energy Project at
Chairoj Vittaya School. Interviews, questionnaires and SPSS for windows were to be used as
education tool in order to analyze percentage average means and standard deviation of the
data. The results of the study found that ;

1. The students’ point of view toward the Social Studies teachers in promoting
Cycling for Preserving the Environment and Energy found that social studies teachers’ role
in encouraging the project on cycling for preserving the environment and energy are in the
practical level.

The school administrators, the head department of Social Studies, religion and
culture agreed that the teachers, working in the department of Social Studies, religion and
culture Should be encouraged in doing and planning out the project into visible object,
furthermore; there should be the management in planning and providing the teachers of social
studies department, religion and culture who responsible for the duty of each person.

2. The students’ point of view toward the social studies teachers’ role in carrying
out the project activities found that the students’ opinion stated that the role of the social
studies teachers on promoting the Cycling for Preserving the Environment and Energy,
in carrying out the activities and preserving the environment were in the very practical level,
that is to say; the activities in using the bicycles with outdoor campaign on the environments
and energy preservation activities which the social studies teachers participated in very
practical level were the activities in operating the energy in cycling for exercising and saving
the electrical energy up.

As for the school administrators, the head department of social studies, religion
and culture as well as the social studies teachers approved that there should be well -
organized in associating with the related organizations and asking for the cooperation in
doing the activities on environment and covering the energy preservation, including the
related document keeping.

3. The students’ opinion toward the social studies teachers in evaluating of the
project found that the students concluded the role of the social studies teachers on promoting
the Cycling for Preserving the Environment and Energy the project evaluation was in
moderate level.

As for the school administrators, the head department of social studies teachers
agree that social studies teachers who responsible for the project should manage the project

assessment in various ways and keep on the project evaluating,
