The abjective of this reszarch was to study roles of social studies teachers on
community democracy promotion at Sopkarm Village, Khunkuan Sub-District, Pong District.

The results of the rescarch on roles of social studies teachers found that:

1. Most roles on community democracy prometion by investigating social studies
teachers, communtty leaders and representatives indicatide that they agreed that social
studies teachers have plaved a vital roles on community democracy promotion which
can be seen in promoting self- rights to vore for youth then youth can transfer such
knowledge to their parents. Village's voice stations were also promotion tools to act for
this during the semester break. Concerning its obstacles were that teachers have less time 1o
do promoting and they informed that the suitable promotion rating should be set for 3
times per semester. budget was a major related factor to success this role. Of this, opinions
of community leaders and representatives informed that promotion rating should be set for

P ume per semester and social swmdies teachers readiness was a mojor factor.
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2, Most roles on democracy promotion aclivities by investigating social studies
tcachers, community leaders and representatives indicaticd that they agreed that social
studies tzachers have plaved a vital roles in setting activities lo take self-right to vote among
the vouth and democracy promotion boards were the supporting tool. It was found that
social siudics teachers were claimed to be the most supporters for this co-operation.
Obstacles were that members had less tme (0 do promoting. activities. Social studics
teachers and community representatives agreed that parade activities should be set
0 supporting community democracy promotion but community leaders informed that
seminar should be set instead. Of this. social studies teachers set these that the activity
was 2 nimes per semester but community leaders and representatives this should be set
only 1 time per scruester.

3. Most roles on community democracy promotien value by invesligating social
studies teachers, community leaders and representatives indicatied that they agreed that this
value should be promotzd to youth asa major target. The most suitable methodologics
were democracy seminer using VDO for all year round. Conceming major factors involving
this value promotion were co-operation among members. Obstacles were non co-operation.
As for the value promotion, social studies teachers suggested that self-respeet to public
nghis and roles of good civilians should be promoted as 0 be models but communily
leaders and representatives informed that valee promotion should be unity strengthen, and

soctal studies teachers informed that respect o other opinions should be value promotion.
