This study had three main objectives which were 1) to study the roles of community
leaders graduated from non—formal education in community development; and 2) to investigate
problems and obstacles of community leaders graduated from non-formal education in
performing the community development tasks. The sampling of this study were 20 community
leaders who graduated basic education from Hang Dong Non-formal Education Service Center.
Data were collected by structural interview schedules.

The findings were as follows:

Community leaders in Hang Dong District, Chiang Mai Province, played roles in
community development in many respects, namely, social services, public utility, natural resource
and environment, religion, art, culture, local wisdom, politics and administration. And the
community leaders gave opportunities for peoplé who were stakeholders to participate in every
process of community development, either public hearings or meetings to brainstorm ideas and
suggestions.

Regarding community development in Hang Dong District, community leaders
encountered problems and difficulties in the lack of knowledge and ability to perform the
community development task; the insufficient supporting budget from the government sector; the
segregated and uncoordinated work between community leaders and community administrators;
and the unawareness of government organizations working on community development about the

demand of people as well as the community’s capacity.
