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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the study were to measure information literacy level of nursing students, Faulty
of Nursing, Khon Kaen University and investigatc the problems of information sources and information
infrastructure and environment  supporting students information literacy skill improvement. The
researcher developed information literacy skill test by modifying and applying questions and format of
the UCLA standard test to suit the Thai information context. The tests were given to 358 nursing
students who were studying in academic year 2004. The data were analyzed by descriptive statistics:
percentage, means and standard deviation and the hypothesis was tested by T-test and F- test.

The research results show that the majority, the nursing students have information literacy skill
at competent level. Analyzing in detail of each skill, it was found that the students have excellent
knowledge and skill in analyzing and defining main concepts and sub- concepts of their studying topics.
They also have competent skill in: knowing various kinds of information sources and resources and
able to access and retrieve information from those resources, scarching information from various types of
websites and databases; evaluating reliability and validity of information; and knowing how to cite the
references. However, most of students got low score in the information literacy skills related to
individual ability of thinking, analyzing and synthesizing such as understanding the limited of received
information; the ability of defining subject heading , keyword and formulating strategy for retrieving
information; selecting information from appropriate resources; making decision for the quantity of
received information being sufficient and related to their owns information needed; and integrating
information from various resources for appropriately utilizing in their report topics. Further, the students
have very low score in the skill of using information technology to transfer retrieved information from
original resources to their own. The students’ information literacy skill showed very high significant
difference when it was comparatively tested by their study years, grades and experiences in attending
information literacy course.

In students’ perspective, the problems of information resources and circumstance enabling
students’ information literacy in Khon Kaen University are low, only problems of the insufficient
number of computers for information services and the technical problem of university computer system

are highly mentioned.
