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Abstracts

The main objectives of this research, namely, Perception and Willingness to Pay
under the Polluter — Pays — Principle (PPP) by the manufacturers of wood - carving at Ban
Tawai village, Chiang Mai Province, were to study : 1) The problematic content of pollution
problems caused by wood — carving production at Ban Tawai; 2) The perception and
willingness to pay under the PPP of manufacturers in managing wood -carving pollution;
3) The correlation between the PPP perception and willingness to pay of the manufacturers in
managing wood —carving. The samples were 11 community leaders and 174 wood — carving
manufactures in Ban Tawai, Khun Kong sub-district, Hang Dong district, Chiang Mai.
Interviews and a set of questionnaires were employed in data collecting.

The collected data was analyzed, by using frequency distribution, percentages and
crosstabulation through the SPSS program for Windows. The results were as follows.

1. Wood, water, tools/machines, and mass chemical substances used for wood-

carving production caused pollution such as dust, smoke, heat, noise, light, smell, waste



and chemical substances. The research findings also indicated that a number of ways for
the manufacturers to solve the problems was such as technological and academic
exercises, stakeholder’s participation, education, publicity, and the PPP application.

2. The majority of manufacturers were females between the ages of 31-40 years
old, with diplomas and seven years of work experiences. Most of the income of the
manufacturers was ranged from 20,001 — 40,000 baht, while the expenditures were less than
10,000 bahts per month.

3. Most of the manufacturers has accepted the Polluter — Pays — Principle (PPP)
concept at high level with none has perception at low level. Most of them are willingly
to pay for application of the concept at high level.

4. Most of the manufacturers were willing to pay the if the pollution treatment
was under level of standard; in order to preserve the environment and health of the
community. They are agree that the collected fee should be spent for installation of
equipments to use for pollution management system. If surcharges occurred and needed to
be paid, most manufacturers would not included in the cost because if would be resulted
in selling less products. The study also found that the manufactures preferred to install
the pollution treatment system themselves rather than pay the fees, which kept the cost
down. If it is a must for them to pay for the government, they will comply to help
preserve the environment caused by the production process.

5. The manufacturers agreed to pay tax to help manage the environment. Those
who understanded the terms and conditions of the polluter accepted the agreement. The rest
were those who disagreed with the terms and conditions.

The results of this study can be used to promote and encourage the manufacturers
on the principle of the Polluter - Pays — Principle (PPP) as for details, methods as well as

cooperation in term of willingness to pay for environmental management.
