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ABSTRACT

Objectives of the research entitled “FACTORS AFFECTING THE
IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PEACE BUILDING PROCESS IN THE FOUR
SOUTHERNMOST PROVINCES OF THAILAND POLICY : A CASE STUDY OF
PATTANI PROVINCE” were 1) to study the level of factors for success in the
implementation of the peace building process in the four southernmost provinces of
Thailand policy 2) to study the level of success in the implementation of the peace
building process in the four southernmost provinces of Thailand policy 3) to study
factors affecting the success of the implementation of the peace building process in the
four southernmost provinces of Thailand policy 4) to find recommendations for the
implementation of the government policy on unrest in the four southernmost provinces
of Thailand. The samples in this study were 373 policy practitioners made up of
policemen, soldiers, and administrators selected through stratified random sampling.

Research indicated the following results: 1) a high number of factors
regarding success in the policy implementation, separated into various aspects and
ranked from the highest to the lowest as follows: attitude of policy practitioners, policy
attributes, correlations between mechanisms of policy implementation, leadership
status, policy objectives, cultures, area image, support and cooperation between
groups, motivation in practicing policies, and resources sufficiency 2) a high level of
success in implementation of the peace building process in the four southernmost
provinces of Thailand policy, separated into various aspects and ranked from the
highest to the lowest as follows: situation unrest, people’s participation in problem-
solving, safety in life and assets 3) factors relating to the success of the
implementation of the peace building process in the four southernmost provinces
policy are: attitude of policy practitioners, policy attributes, correlations between
mechanisms of policy implementation, leadership status, policy objectives, culture,
area image, support and cooperation between groups, motivation in practicing policies,
and resources sufficiency.
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
