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ABSTRACT.

The purpose of this quasi-expt;‘imental study waé to evaluate the effect of Protection Motivation
Theory with peer leaders to prevent risky sexual behavior among female students. The sample included
mattayomsuksa 1 (age 11-13 years old) students from 2 schools in Sisaket Province. One group was the
experimental group with 66 female students, and the other was selected as the comparison group with 93
female students. The research procedure was 4 weeks for the intervention period and 8 weeks for follow up.
Data were collected by self-administered  questionnaires. Statistical analysis was performed by using
percentage, mean, standard deviation, independent t-test, and paired t-test. .

The results indicated 1ha1; after intervention, the experimental group had significantly higher
mean score of perceived severity, perceived risk, response efﬁcaéy, and self-efficacy to prevent risky
éexu.al behavior than before tﬁe experiment aﬁd those in the c-:ompa‘rison group (p~value. < 0.05) ']';he
experimental group had a significantly lower mean score of sexual risk behavior than the comparison
group, but it was not signiﬁcémtly different when compared with before the experiment. '

The results indicated that an aipl;lication of Protection Motivation Theory with peer leaders to
prevent risky sexual behavior among female students had some effect on increasing bcrccivcd severity, and

susceptibility, perceived self-efficacy and outcome expectation, and not increasing risky sexual behavior.
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
