FACTORS AFFECTING DRUG OFFENSES OF REHABILITATED
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ABSTRACT

This quantitative research was performed to investigate the factors
affecting drug offenses and the attitudes of rehabilitated offenders (RO) in the
Royal Thai Navy Boot Camp. A questionnaire was used to collect data from a
sample of 150 RO in Cholburi Province. Statistical applications used were
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, ANOVA and MRA Multiple

Regression Analysis). The results indicated that: Rehabilitated Offenders (RO)
were all in the age group of 23-26 years old. The factors related to drug use were
association, social bonds, families, and self-control by a statistical significance of
P <0.05.

Problems and limitations came from internal and external factors. To
overcome these problems, parents should be affectionate and pay attention to their
children. They should not lose their temper. This also included schools which
should help with improving the socialization skills of the youth and implanting
righteous values such as knowing the dangers of narcotics and possible legal
repercussions. The government should further prioritize combating narcotics by
using rehabilitated addicts.

Recommendations from the study are that there should be additional
investigation into other factors related to the offenses after the ROs have been
trained, pursued studies, and factors such as social strain, moral belief, rational
choice, etc., have been improved. Additional research should further study ROs
who became recidivists.
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
