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ABSTRACT

Cervical cancer is a significant public health problem. Recently, problem solving
strategies focused on the prevention in women, which was not being achieved. Therefore, the World
Health Organization has now focused on involving men in the prevention of cervical cancer. The
objective of this research was to examine factors related to husbands’ roles in preventing wive’s
cervical cancer in Bang Sai Noi Subdistrict, Wan Yai District, Mukdahan Province, Thailand. Subjects
were 288 men aged 21-60 years living with their Thai wives or partners. The sample was selected by
multi stage random sampling. Data were collected by using a self-administered questionnaire and
analyzed by using descriptive statistics, Chi-square, Pearson’s Correlation Coefficient and multiple
regression analysis.

Results revealed that most husbands had a moderate level in taking a role in preventing |
cervical cancer (62.2%). It was found that: involvement in promoting healthy reproductive activities
individually and with their wive‘s was at a moderate level (50%), reduction of cervical cancer the risk of
confracting was a moderate level (50.3%), and the prevention of sexual transmitted disease in

themselves and their wives was at a low level(59.7%). It was found that age, income, cervical cancer

knowledge, attitude toward cervical cancer, satisfaction in health services, and receiving information
from media were related to the husband’s role in preventing cervical cancer in their wives with a
statistical significance of : (p-value < .05). Stepwise multiple regression analysis revealed that cervical
cancer knowledge could predict the role of the husband in preventing cervical cancer in their wives by
9.3 %.

The findings of this study suggest that cervical cancer knowledge affects the husband’s
roles in preventing cervical cancer in their wife. Therefore, cervical cancer programs should include;
men’s participation in cervical cancer prevention, the distribution of knowledge regarding cervical
cancer, and methods of improving attitude toward cervical cancer prevention. In addition, primary

health care personnel should educate men regarding cervical cancer prevention.
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
