COLLABORATION IN EDUCATIONAL MANAGEMENT FOR LEARNERS AT DIFFERENT KEY STAGES.

The purpose of this research were to study 1) the level of family collaboration in educational management for
learners at different key stages 2) needs of family collaboration in educational management for learners at different key
stages 3) the factors affecting needs of family collaboration in educational management and 4) the appr(_)priate solutions to
the problems of needs of family collaboration in educational management. This research used survey and focus group
method to collect data. According to survey method, the samples were 440 parents of schools in the Office of the
Foundational Education Commission in Bangkok. The research instrument was family collaboration in educational
management questionnaire. Data were analyzed by frequencies, percentage, mean, standard deviation, cross-tabulation,
one-way ANOVA, LISREL analysis and setting priority in term of needs using Modified Priority Needs Index (PNl ,.)- The
focus group with experts and parents, the data were analyzed by content analysis. The research findings were
summarized as follows:

1. Families had the level of collaboration on decision-making in the highest degree. The level of collaboration on
communicating was next in descending order, then on leamning at home, parenting, collaborating with the community, and
volunteering. In descending order, parents of the students in the fourth stage had the highest level of collaboration, then
parents of the students in the third stage, and then the first stage, and finally the second stage. There was different
significance of collaboration on volunteering among the stages of students that the level of statistical significance was 0.5.
An average of collaboration on volunteering from parents of the students in the first stage was lower than from parents of
the students in the third and fourth stage.

2. The parents of the students in every stage had needs of volunteering in the highest degree. The needs of
collaboration with the community were next in order.

3. There were two main factors that negatively influenced on needs of collaboration: the factor conceming
families and the factor concerning schools. The factor with regard to families consisted of the economical and societal
problems of families. Parents had low education. Besides, understanding on parents’ role and realizing about the important
of family collaboration in educational management were lacking. On the other, the factor relating to schools consisted of a
lack of efficiency in communication, teachers’ improper behaviors, and a lack of evaluating and pursuing the resuilts of the
administration.

4. The causal mode! of needs of family collaboration in educational management was consistent with the
empirical data. Indicated by the Chi-square = 19.37, df = 40, P = 0.997, GFI = 0.99, AGF! = 0.98 and RMR = 0.022. The
model accounted for 7% of variance in needs of family collaboration in educational management. The most influential
factor effecting needs of family collaboration was learners’ stages. Parents’ backgrounds were next. These consisted of the
following variables: gender, age, relationship with students, marital status, educational level, and families’ incomes.

5. The appropriate solutions to the problems of needs of family collaboration in educational management, it was

found that there were various ways depending on the forms of collaboration.
